Prices will be quoted upon request and are 
entirely dependent on the distances to be covered during the day and likely cruising 
speed. 
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The prices shown are for a 7 night charter.  Charters start from 16.00hrs Saturdays 
and Mondays and finish Saturdays and Mondays (see above).  The yacht is received 
with full fuel and water tanks which we ask you to return full at the end of your charter. 
 
Your motor yacht should be returned in a clean and tidy condition with full fuel and 
water tanks.  Any items lost must be reported in detail immediately to the owner.  
Charters returned late will be liable for charges at twice the charter rate for each day 
or part day. 
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Occasionally weekend charters are available.  These are usually at a rate of 1/3 of that 
of the weekly season charter.  Weekends can only be booked within 4 weeks of your 
intended charter period.  Weekend charters start at 12.00hrs Saturday and finish at 
11.00hrs Monday. 
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Long weekend charters are sometimes available at a rate of 2/3 of that of the weekly 
season charter.
